2 - Apply for the Pupil Premium. | can’t emphasis the importance of this enough. It
has a huge impact on the amount of additional funding that the school receives to
benefit ALL pupils.

If you provide
your details here, we'll do the rest! Details need to be with us ASAP please.

What is a Sensory Circuit?

A sensory circuit is a form of sensory integration intervention. It
involves a sequence of physical activities that are designed
to alert, organise and calm a child. The sensory circuit aims to
facilitate sensory processing to help children regulate and organise
their senses in order to achieve the ‘just right’ or optimum level of
alertness required for effective learning. The circuit is an active,
physical and fun activity that children enjoy doing.
Sensory circuits are a great way to both energise and settle children
so they can focus and engage better in the classroom.
